  Allotment Association;

                        The Chairman has passed on comments made about the proposed constitution

                        to Mr. Cooper, nothing further to report.

 Cerda Traffic Assessment (Core Strategy);
                        We are to monitor this situation as we have part paid for some work on a Traffic

                        Assessment by Cerda.   However there are some issues with CBC’s traffic assessment
                        and LCC’s integrated transport model that need to be resolved before we progress this.

Correspondence;

                        We received a thank you letter from PRIDE alarms for our recent donation.

                        We are to ask our tree surgeon to have a look at the large tree adjacent to the

                        cricket pavilion, as the cricket club has reported some large dead branches in the

                        tree.  The letter about the party on the football field was received and discussed.

Grounds Maintenance Contract and Roadside Verges Tender Process;

                       Ten packs were sent out to prospective clients but only three replies were received.

                       The companies that replied were Roma Landscapes, B. Mee  Associates and Horizon

                       Landscapes. After going through all the tenders, the Chairman proposed that we use

                       B. Mee Associates for the next four years as this offered the best value for money of all  

                       three quotes.  This proposal was seconded by Councillor Boyes and voted on 

                       unanimously.   It was suggested that go around the village with Martin Suffolk and point 
                       out were all the bulbs are planted in the verges.  Councillor Croft to let the clerk have a 
                       list of all the planted areas prior to this meeting.
Electricity sub-station, Hathern Park;

                       The Chairman has spoken to Dan Howard from Western Power Distribution about the

                       possibility of creating a Jubilee garden on the site of the old sub-station, and not moving

                       the newly sited sub-station.  The cost of creating this garden to be paid for by Western

                       Power – we are awaiting a reply from them.

Green Spaces Planting and Planters;

                       The snowdrops for planting down Pasture Lane have been ordered ready for planting
                       shortly.    It was agreed that the Parish Council would put a further  £500 to the

                       snowdrop planting scheme.  Mr. Barker at Hathern Nurseries has been very helpful

                       with this project  and with our other planting schemes.

Wildlife Projects;

                        We have purchased a number of nest boxes at a cost of £30.00 each, and the

                        primary school pupils are going to get involved in this project.  A site meeting is 

                        arranged for tomorrow morning with the Wildlife Trust to discuss setting up

                        further projects, and we have also been in contact with the R.SP.B.

Hathern Cross Project;

                        Matt Archer from L.C.C. has come up with an outline proposal for this project and

                        we have had comments on this from CBC’s Conservation Department.  We are
                        awaiting further detailed proposals from LCC.
